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Sport Makers Frequently Asked Questions Sheet (March 2011)
1) When will Sport England appoint a Training Provider?

Sport England is currently working through a European procurement route to recruit a training provider who will create and deliver the workshops for the Sport Makers. The Pre Qualifying Questionnaire is currently available on Sport England’s website and can be downloaded. It sets our clearly the requirements for the training provider. The closing date is 28th March 2011 and SE has received significant interest in the tender. The legal tender process requires minimum periods of time for each stage and as such it is anticipated that the successful training provider will be awarded the contract at the latest July 6th 2011. One of the first roles of the training provider will be to work with CSPs in establishing an implementation plan for the delivery of the workshops. A recruitment process for all Sport Makers tutors will be held. 
2) Do CSPs need to pay the Sport Makers Trainers?
No. The training providers will be paid for delivery by Sport England. 
However, the Sport England funding award to CSPs requires the CSP to:

·  provide a facility and refreshments for the workshop.  

· at the workshop, provide details of local deployment opportunities 
· at the workshop explain how the Sport Makers will be communicated with following the workshop.

3) Will Sport England provide a Data Management System? 

Sport England is currently seeking approval for the procurement of a data management system through CSPN for all Sport Makers. It is envisaged that which ever system is procured it will enable the Sport Makers to log their hours and find deployment opportunities and further training opportunities. In addition the system will support the CSPs in reporting on the two KPIs for Sport Makers. The system is envisaged to be up and running by the Autumn 2011, in time for the first delivery of the workshops. Support, guidance and training will be provided to CSPs in how to use and manage the data system. 

4) How long after 10 hours of initial deployment will Sport Makers need to be tracked? 

For the purposes of measuring impact, Sport England requires that each Sport Maker after completion of their 10 hours will need to be tracked for a minimum of 3 months so as to measure KPI 2. 

5) What are the reporting periods?
The project’s impact will be measured from September 2011 until September 2013 so as to allow enough time for recruitment to workshop delivery due to commence in September 2011. 

6) Can CSPs recruit Sport Makers and deploy them before they have attended the workshops?
Only those Volunteers attending workshops are eligible as Sport Makers. 

7) Can any of our 16+ Sis volunteers be Sport Makers?
Yes, but only the ones who have not volunteered in a community sport setting and who are seeking to be deployed to increase 16+ participation. 

8) How will the link with working with LOCOG work? 
Sport England is currently in discussions with LOCOG about sign posting Games Makers to Sport Makers.
9) Can we link with our work with Volunteer Centres?
Yes the more partnerships that can support in recruitment and providing a high quality placement the better. 
10) What happens with people who wish to volunteer with U16s? Can they count?

Not as a Sport Maker. 
11) How are NGB being involved?
Sport England is engaging nationally with NGBs in exploring how to identify   deployment opportunities. Sport England will via its Community Sport Relationship Managers support the bringing together of local NGBs and CSPs in working together in brokering high quality placements for Sport Makers.
